GENERAL PRESENTATION
Since the 5th REIACTIS International Colloquium in Lausanne (2016), “REIACTIS Juniors” has been organizing the Booster Program, which was created to encourage junior researchers to engage with the themes of citizenship and socio-economic integration of older persons. The program stimulates the research and promotes the works of final-year Master’s degree, PhD and Post-doctoral students that are dedicated to the challenges of ageing.
For this new edition, Booster will take place again in Montreal (Canada) in 2024, from 5th to 7th Jun, during the 7th  international conference on “Trajectories of Aging. Considering the plurality of context and time”. The event is organized by Université de Montréal in partnership with Université Laval, Université de Sherbrooke, Université de Moncton, the Centre collégial d'expertise en gérontologie du Cégep de Drummondville, and the Société Inclusive et Avancée en Age (SIAGE) international chair at Université de Lorraine.

2. A poster proposal, A4 format, PDF, using the template provided by the organization committee.

The texts should be written in Times New Roman font (12 points); single line spacing; margins 1.5 cm; and must include the following information:

· Poster title

Full name and contact details 

· Affiliations

· Abstract (25 lines, 1500 characters)

· Methodology

· Discussion and/or results

· References (possibility of including a brief bibliography of the contributor)

Please, send us your proposal as soon as possible. This will ensure a rapid response from the scienfitic committee.
Deadline for submission of both documents: January 5, 2024.

SELECTION CRITERION AND SUPPORT PROVIDED

Posters will be evaluated by the scientific committee, by using the abstract and the poster submitted.  

Posters made in collaboration with developing countries are highly encouraged.
